INTRODUCTION

NUMBER OF VESSELS:

17799 ships made full transits through the Suez Canal two directions, against 17993 ships in 2010,
registering a decrease of 194 ships, equal to 1.1 %.

The daily average of transits was 48.8 ships this year against 49.3 ships in 2010.

NET TONNAGE:
Transiting net tonnage registered an increase of 82.5 million tons (9.7 %), from 846.4 million tons in

2010 to 928.9 million tons this year.

This increase resulted from the increasing tonnage of Tankers by 1.5 million tons (1.3 %), LNG by
30.8 million tons (33.8 %), Bulk Carriers by 1.0 million tons (1.2 %), Container Ships by 53.4 million
tons (11.5 %) and Car Carriers by 1.8 million tons (3.1 %),While the other types registered decrease in
net ton; Combined Carr. by 0.3 million tons (23.6 %), General Cargo Ships by 2.4 million tons (13.6
%), Ro/Ro by 0.7 million tons (10.9 %),. Passenger Ships by 0.1 million tons (3%) and others Ships by
2.5 million tons (37.9%).

FLAGS:

98 different ship flags were represented in the Suez Canal traffic this year, against 105 ship flags in
2010.

On the top of these flags were Panama, Liberia and Marshall (Is.).

CARGO TRAFFIC:
Transiting goods traffic showed an increase of 45.7 million tons (7.1 %) from 646.1 million tons in 2010

to 691.8 million tons this year.

Southbound goods registered an increase of 16.6 million tons (5.2 %) and the northbound goods
increased by 29.2 million tons (8.9 %).

The most important areas in goods traffic north the Canal were North West Europe shared (30.4 %)
from the total goods transit SCA and East & S.E. Mediterranean shared (18.2 %) and of south the
Canal were South East Asia shared (32.7 %) and Red Sea shared (23.1 %).

Southbound Oil & Products quantities decreased by 2.5 million tons (6.2 %), while

Northbound quantities increased by 10.1 million tons (18.6 %).
